Assessment

Each child’s progress is regularly monitored and assessed.  Both informal and formal means of assessment are used to give a full picture of a child’s attainment.  The main purpose of assessment and testing are to;

· Establish through a variety of means what each child is able to do and diagnose any difficulties as early as possible

· Assist the teacher in planning appropriate tasks for each child

Methods used-

INFORMAL

· Pupil observation

· Correcting work

· Talking & listening skills

· Daily reading activities

· Weekly class tests (spellings, tables etc)

FORMAL

· Standardised tests (annually)

· End of Key Stage assessment (P4 & P7)

· InCAS (Computerised testing for P4-7 during Term 1)
